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Claude Monet
Monet was one of the first Impressionist painters.
Monet often painted the same scene many times, to capture the changing light and seasons. 
Monet moved to Giverny in France, and he spent many hours painting the water lilies and the bridge in a series of huge paintings. Paintings of the water lilies are displayed in a curved room in Paris.
Claude Monet developed problems with his sight. This affected the colours used in his paintings.
